Business Arising:

- Phil has not yet completed the report on the Watch House. Should be
completed and circulated before the next DSAS meeting.

New Business:

1. Phil gave a brief report on the strategic planning day. Major issues
covered were:

- Sought feedback from the participants regarding DSAS priorities for the
next 6 months. Priorities identified by participants were, inhalants,
statistical information & indigenous issues.

- Discussed funding proposals in the DSAS strategic plan and these were
endorsed by participants.

As a result of the issues raised by participants, Phil, John Byrne and
Vanessa Fabre are forming a committee to look at statistical information
available. Phil is also planning to establish an indigenous advisory
committee for DSAS.

Concerns were raised about the flow of information to DSAS members and to
address this Phil will develop an overview report explaining the history of
DSAS funding proposals and strategic plan. This report, along with a copy
of the DSAS Action Plan will be sent out with the minutes of the strategic
planning day.

It was decided at the next meeting we need to discuss the flow of
communication from Place Management Committees.

2. Phil Tabled the DSAS Monthly report for March 2002 and a list of
possible funding sources. He sought endorsement for the following
proposals:

- Development of a statistical strategy - endorsed

- Involvement with QLD Health around presenting a forum around community
capacity building covering Northern hospital district. The focus of this
forum would be prevention. It was decided Phil should continue to monitor
the progress of this work, but that prevention may be too big a brief for
DSAS.

- DSAS endorsed the following funding proposals:

After hours crisis accommodation service (out of National Homeless
Strategy funding)

Extension of hours of Mission Australia's Cafe (support and referral
service). Extension to cover Thursday, Friday, Saturday and Sunday (out of
Jupiters Casino Community Benefit fund).

3. Other aspects of the Place process for our sub-committee discussed
were as follows:

- Bob asked for endorsement for the location of a dental van in Fortitude
Valley on a fortnightly basis. This suggestion was endorsed.

- The Place Employment sub-committee has asked DSAS for a letter of
support regarding employment options for people who are undergoing
rehabilitating. Phil will draft a letter and send it out for consideration
along with the other documents he will be circulating.
