Pine Rivers Community Health Centre to become a 'one-stop shop' for local residents

A new extension to the Pine Rivers Community Health Centre gives residents access to a wider range of health services in the one location, Health Minister Wendy Edmond and Member for Kurwongbah Linda Lavarch said today.

Ms Edmond said the centre provides a comprehensive range of services including Community and Allied Health, Alcohol and Drug services, Indigenous Health, Community Child Health, Child and Youth Mental Health, Oral Health, and more recently, Adult Mental Health.

"The new extension provides a pleasant and consumer focussed environment with additional facilities for clients and staff and also for local groups who meet within the centre," Ms Edmond said.  

"Additional facilities include meeting rooms, interview rooms, expanded office space for clinical staff, reception and waiting areas and kitchenettes.  

"The additional office space has enabled the Adult Mental Health Service to relocate from its previous location at Strathpine."

Mrs Lavarch said the addition of the new facilities and relocation of the mental health service will provide clients with a 'one stop shop' service model where they can access a diverse range of health services in one convenient location.

"The integration of these services within the one location will enable the centre to better coordinate care for clients and local residents," she said.

Mrs Lavarch said the new extension at Pine Rivers also features a unique 'Art Built-In" community arts project run by the Prince Charles Hospital Mental Health Unit. 

The project, which was completed by clients and staff of the mental health service, uses community art as a process of helping individuals who have experienced mental illness. 

The artwork includes a 28-metre glass mosaic, painted windows, a specially sculpted gate and framed paintings.
